TRAVELING BY TRAIN

(Northeast Corridor serves: New York Penn Station, Newark Penn
Station, Elizabeth, Linden, Rahway, Metro Park, Edison, Metuchen,
Trenton, Princeton Jct., Philadelphia and Intermediate Points)

1) Take Northeast Corridor Line (NJ Transit) to New Brunswick Train Station.

Westbound Trains: (From New York, Newark, Elizabeth, Linden, Rahway, Metro
Park, Edison, and Metuchen)

You should ride in rear of train and exit stairs at rear of platform. Head towards
corner of George St. & Somerset St.

Eastbound Trains: (From Philadelphia, Trenton, Princeton Jct. and Princeton)

You should ride in front of train and exit stairs at front of platform. Head towards
corner of George St. and Somerset St.

2) Catch 814(bus) at Somerset & George Street {the closest bus stop is located at the foot of the
staircase on the southbound side (Trenton side)}.

The 814 serves DeVry directly on specific trips (on trips not serving DeVry the closest stop on
the 814 is the No. Brunswick Shopping Center¥).

3) OR take the 811 from Somerset & George St. to North Brunswick Shopping Center

BY BUS: From New York or From Somerset Mews (Housing)

1) FROM NEW YORK: Take Suburban Transit Bus (DO NOT TAKE THE EXPRESS BUS)
from NY Port Authority

Get off at New Brunswick (Downtown) in front of the New Brunswick Train Station on
Albany Street.

FROM SOMERSET MEWS (Housing Students): Take the Suburban Transit Bus in front of the
entrance to the Somerset Mews complex on Rt. 27. (DO NOT TAKE THE EXPRESS BUS)

Get off at New Brunswick (Downtown) in front of the New Brunswick Train Station on
Albany St.).

2) Catch 814 (bus) at Somerset & George Street {the closest bus stop is located at the foot of the
staircase on the southbound side (Trenton side)}.

The 814 serves DeVry directly on specific trips (on trips not serving DeVry the closest stop on
the 814 is the No. Brunswick Shopping Center¥).

3) OR take the 811 from Somerset & George St. to North Brunswick Shopping Center* (approx.
1/2 mile from DeVry).

BY BUS: From Harrison Towers (Housing)

1) FROM HARRISON TOWERS: Take the DASH* from Harrison Towers

Get off at New Brunswick (Downtown) in front of the New Brunswick Train Station on
Albany Street to catch 814 to DeVry

2) OR take the 811 from St. Peter’s Hospital to Somerset & George St. (to catch the 814) or to
North Brunswick Shopping Center* (approx. 1/2 mile from DeVry).
